Grass, Brush and Bagged Leaves

Grass clippings, brush and bagged leaves will be collected once-a-week according to vour regularly
scheduled recveling day. For example, if vour scheduled recveling day is every other Monday, your grass,
brush and bagged leaves will be collected every Monday.

Grass clippings must be placed in a biodegradable bag or in a reusable container. Brush must be bundled
and tied in no more than (4) foot lengths.
